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Compulsory international semester
A special feature of our bachelor’s pro-
gramme in International Business Adminis-
tration is the compulsory semester abroad.
In the fourth semester of the International 
Business Administration programme, 
students choose one of two options:

Option A: Study at one of our partner 
universities abroad, with the opportunity to 
deepen your knowledge in a specific field 
such as finance or marketing.

Option B: Complete a supervised internship 
at an international company.

In the sixth semester, students are given the 
flexibility to manage their coursework 
alongside their bachelor’s thesis. They can 
again opt to study abroad or do an intern-
ship.

Credits can also be earned through summer 
or winter schools and other activities.
Non-German speakers can take German 
language courses to facilitate their integra-
tion into the Swiss job market.

This flexible structure allows students to 
tailor their experience to their career goals, 
while also gaining valuable international 
and professional insights.
